| must admit that | do not really use QGIS much. In WFS it is normal to hide FIDs from the users and it looks like QGIS WFS client is hiding them also. For

my mind FIDs are for the system but | understand that sometimes it it good to be able to see them. However, editing FIDs is usually an extremely bad idea.

For example if Spatialite happens to accept such edit it will invalidate spatial index and ruin foreign key relations. But perhaps | do not need to worry and

QGIS and database drivers + triggers in the databases can prevent all the damage.
