Setting diagram transparency doesn't work using python :

dr = QgsLinearlyInterpolatedDiagramRenderer()

ds = QgsDiagramSettings()

...

ds.transparency = 70

...

dr.setDiagramSettings(ds)

...

myLayer.setDiagramRenderer(dr)

The strange thing is that transparency is correctly set in the diagram's appearence tab after running this code.
