4)The map zooms to the old, original extent of the selection/feature. If zoom to the selection after saving the edits, it zooms to the new

exent.

Sometimes, I'd like to zoom to a whole feature before saving, just to check if everything is okay. Therefore it would be helpful to have a

"zoom to feature" or the zoom to selection that zooms to the edited but not yet saved feature.
