Hi,

In v2.8 if I select and delete features from a shapefile layer, save the edits and then remove that layer the dbf file is updated so that the

delete records are removed.  In v2.14.3 the same steps produce a dbf with "deleted" records only flagged as deleted, not actually deleted.

I have read other posts that indicate that QGIS should remove (pack) the records when the layer is removed (saving to new shapefile

does delete the flagged records).  I wonder if this is somehow connected to another issue I am experiencing in that v2.14.3 does not

release shapefile .dbf and .shp files when the layer is removed, e.g. drag drop xyz.shp, remove xyz.shp, try deleting xyz.* in Windows
