Description

If you use the 2.5D renderer, the "Control feature rendering order" is ticked and pre-filled with the fancy 2.5D formula. You can edit its
rules and they seem to get saved, at least temporarily. Changes have no effect though, neither does toggling the checkbox off. You can
re-open the dialog and it will show whatever changes you did (it resurrects deleted rules though). If you switch to another layer or a
different tab in the sidebar and then re-open the list, the old formula will be back.

I would love to be able to define the order in which the features get drawn but as | have no idea how the 2.5D renderer is implemented,
this might be either a usability bug or functional bug.

This new LTR version
will receive regular bugfixes for at least one year. It also includes hundreds of new functions, usability improvements, bugfixes, and other goodies. See the
relevant changelogs for a good sampling of all the new features that have gone into version 3.4

Most plugins have been either migrated or incorporated into the core QGIS code base.

We strongly discourage the continued use of QGIS 2.18 LTR as it is now officially unsupported, which means we’ll not provide any bug fix releases for it.
