If you
set a raster to SingleBandGray, then there is an attribute for setGrayBand, and it refreshes after you change it and trigger a repaint of the
raster. However, there is no facility for this in the QgsSingleBandPseudoColorRenderer! Am | missing something obvious? It seems to
me that this must be a bug since, if you do this through the Layer Propoerties window, change the band, close tha window and open it
again, there is no saved band in the band dropdown selector. The default is automatically band 01.
