the main issue is that the python code of processing is not handling utf8 correctly (as seen from the error in your screendump).

Not sure what at that moment is the value that is creating the error. It could be a property of your data (containing non ascii chars), it could be your name

'José' is part of the path where QGIS places the python plugins (and processing plugin). The python code is casting to str (ascii string) which is not

possible for the non ascii chars.

So the python code of processing/sextante is to be updated. I'll assign this issue to Victor.
