QGIS Master 2.2 (from debian-nightly). This has happened with linestrings from various sources (shapefile, gpx and postgis)

Linstrings draw in their own CRS but when the project CRS is changed, they do not render. Other feature types render fine, but the

linestrings stop rendering. Set the CRS back to the layer's own CRS and they render again.
